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Bachelor of Science in Applied Health Sciences

Have already completed the course requirements for and earned the Associate of Applied Science degree in a
health-related field from an accredited community college or other institution of higher education:

e Students who hold an AAS degree in another field may seek permission to enroll from the Applied Health
Sciences Program Coordinator.

Submit official transcripts showing AAS degree and all coursework completed with a minimum 2.0 GPA.
Concurrent enroliment in a community college AAS program and Oakland University’s AHS program is not
permitted.

There are two concentrations and two specializations within this major program: Health Care Leadership, Health
Promotion, Orthotics and Prosthetics Assistant Studies, or Radiologic Technoloqy Leadership. More details about
course requirements can be found in the catalog.

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NOTES:

Students may transfer an unlimited amount of credit from KVCC, and must complete a minimum of 45 credit hours from
OU to meet degree requirements. As programs may limit how much transfer credit can be used toward requirements, it is
highly recommended that students work with both an OU academic adviser and their KVCC academic adviser to
maximize the applicability of coursework to specific requirements.
