Students pursuing the Pre-Pharmacy concentration may pursue admission to any accredited Doctor of Pharmacy
(PharmD) program. Students may complete their senior year of coursework at this PharmD program and credits earned
from those courses will be transferred back to OU in order to satisfy degree requirements. It is highly recommended
that students consult an OU adviser to discuss course options and pursuing admission to PharmD programs.

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NOTES:

Students may transfer an unlimited amount of credit from Lake Michigan, and must complete a minimum of 45 credit
hours from OU to meet degree requirements. As programs may limit how much transfer credit can be used toward
requirements, it is highly recommended that students work with both an OU academic adviser and their Lake
Michigan academic adviser to maximize the applicability of coursework to specific requirements.
