One year proficiency of a foreign language (select one from the following two options) 

Oakland University Requirements Mott Community College Options 

An introductory two-semester sequence in a foreign 
language: 

ARBC, CHI, GERM, JAPA, RUSN, (111 and 112) 
or FREN 151 and 152 
or SPAN 181 and 182 

One semester of a foreign language at the second 
semester or higher: 

ARBC, CHI, GERM, JAPA, RUSN, (112, 211 or 212) 
or FREN 152, 251 or 252 
or SPAN 182, 281 or 282 

 
Students may transfer an unlimited amount of credit from Mott, and must complete a minimum of 45 credit hours from OU 
to meet degree requirements. As programs may limit the transfer credits that can be used toward requirements, it is 
highly recommended that students work with both an OU (school/college) academic adviser and their Mott 
counselor to maximize the applicability of coursework to specific requirements.

When choosing to complete MTA to satisfy General Education, please confirm the best courses to take to fulfill the 
agreement with your academic adviser at Mott or at the Mott MTA Approved Courses website.

Please confirm transfer course choices with 
an OU CAS adviser. Students using MTA or MACRAO must complete the exploratory requirement at Oakland 
University or another four-year institution. 
 
NOTES:  
Oakland University will always honor the MACRAO transfer agreement and apply it to the General Education 
requirement the same as MTA. 
 
The College of Arts and Sciences requires that a minimum of 16 credits in the major be completed at Oakland University.
