DES 2230 Graphic Design I  (4)
Prerequisite(s): DES 1130 with a grade of  (B-) (C) or higher. 

DES 3330 Graphic Design II  (4)
Prerequisite(s): DES 1130 with a grade of  (B-) (C) or higher.


DES 3340 Web Design I  (4)
Prerequisite(s): DES 1130 with a grade of  (B-) (C) or higher.


DES 3350 Typography  (4)
Prerequisite(s): DES 1130 with a grade of  (B-) (C) or higher.


DES 3360 Motion Graphics  (4)
Prerequisite(s): DES 1130 with a grade of  (B-) (C) or higher.


DES 3370 Digital Illustration in DES  (4)
Prerequisite(s): DES 1130 with a grade of  (B-) (C) or higher.

BIO 4211  Molecular Biology Laboratory (2)

From:


Basic techniques in molecular biology: isolation and characterization of DNA and RNA, cloning, restriction analysis, nucleic acid hybridization and recombinant DNA techniques. 


Pre/Corequisite(s): BIO 4210 (if prerequisite, with a grade of (C) or higher).


To:
Introduction to molecular techniques including nucleic acid isolation and amplification, restriction fragment analysis, gel electrophoresis and genome-editing. Students will design and execute experiments and perform basic phenotypic and cytological analyses.

Pre/Corequisite(s): BIO 4210 (if prerequisite, with a grade of (C) or higher) or permission of instructor.

Committee approved the request from the Department of Communication and Journalism to change the title and description for the following course:

JRN 3290 Digital Storytelling for the Media: Diversity, Identity, and Community (4)
Examination of the relationship between journalism, media institutions, digital technologies, identity, and community - especially in relation to ethnicity, race, gender, and class. Study of digital citizenship with application in the assembly of non-fiction digital media content, using a variety of software. 

To:


JRN 3290 Diversity and Media Storytelling (4)
Examination of the relationship between journalism, media institutions, technology, and diversity (primarily race, ethnicity, gender, class, ability, and religion).  Students create multimedia journalistic and non-fictional stories on events and topics related to diversity in contemporary U.S. society, using a variety of software.

Committee approved the request from the Department of History to change the course description and prerequisite for HST 4980


Investigation of topics in history in a capstone seminar setting. Substantive issues, research techniques and historiographical problems will be considered. Research paper to be submitted at course conclusion. Topics vary. May not be taken simultaneously with HST 3000 or HST 3010. May be repeated for additional credit. Satisfies the university general education requirement for the capstone experience. Prerequisite(s): HST 3000 or HST 3010 and two HST courses at the 3000 level.

Committee approved the request from the Department of Physics to add the following new course:

PHY 4997  Apprentice College Teaching  (4)
Supervised participation in teaching an introductory level, undergraduate course in physics. The apprentice should be capable of assuming limited classroom teaching duties. May be repeated once for additional credit. Offered fall and winter terms only.
Prerequisite: Junior or senior standing.

Committee deferred request from the School of Music, Theatre and Dance to add the following new course:


THA 2024  Designer Computer Skills   (2)

Introduction to graphics and computer drafting software that have become the industry standard for work in the performing arts. Includes architectural draftings, lighting plots and presentational renderings using Vectorworks and Photoshop, Introduces common programs such as AutoCAD, Sketch-Up and Illustrator. 


Prerequisite(s) or corequisite(s): (THA 124 or THA 1024).

Committee deferred the request from the Department of Psychology to add the following new course:

PSY 2420  Introduction to Abnormal Psychology  (4)
Introduction to causes, symptoms, and treatment of mental disorders in children/adolescents and adults.


Prerequisite(s): PSY 1000 with a grade of C or higher
11.  Committee deferred the request from the Department of Sociology, Anthropology, Social Work and Criminal Justice to add the following new course:


AN 3125  Monotheistic Mysticism  (4)
The mystical elements of Judaism, Christianity and Islam with a focus on what constitutes mysticism and related religious ideas. Special focus on relevant mystical texts including the Bible, the Kabbalah, Christian contemplative prayer and Islamic mysticism.

AN 3800 Introduction to Geographic Information Systems  (4)

The science and methodologies behind geospatial technologies. How to access online sources of spatial data, create digital maps and charts using online data sources, and learn about coordinate systems and methods of georeferencing digital maps will be covered.

AN 3802 Remote Sensing (RS) Using Aerial and Satellite Imagery  (4)


The acquisition and processing of remotely sensed data such as aerial and satellite imagery for different purposes, including the management of environmental and cultural resources. Practical experience analyzing spatial data from a variety of platforms including aerial drones and expectations for legally operating commercial drones in U.S. and foreign airspace.


CRJ 3352  Introduction to Terrorism and Counterterrorism (4)

The definitions, history and philosophy of terrorism, including the current world and domestic concerns surrounding these types of activities. Examination of measures to prevent and to contain, resist and overcome terrorist activity.
Information Items: 
Creation of separate specializations for the creative writing major. These were tracks within the Creative Writing B.A., but DegreeWorks was not able to be programmed to a fine enough degree to alleviate problems of courses being mis-categorized, causing difficulties for students to see their progress and negating the system’s use for accurate graduation audits.

The Modern Language elementary majors and minors (K-8 World Language options) are being discontinued as of the 2019-2020 catalog. Elementary majors and minors in French, German, Japanese and Spanish (and a minor only in Chinese) are currently offered by the School of Education and Human Services in conjunction with the College of Arts and Sciences Department of Modern Languages and Literatures. Since there are few OU students enrolled in these elementary majors and minors (most foreign language teacher candidates opting for K-12 certification) and in anticipation of the State of Michigan no longer offering certification in K-8 language programs within a few years, OU’s programs are being discontinued at this time in consideration of OU’s six-year catalog policy and the State’s 3-year phase-out policy.
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
