Recommendation

Introduction

In accordance with Article IX of the Bylaws of the Board of Trustees, honorary degrees may be awarded by the Board of Trustees in recognition of distinguished accomplishment and service within the scope of the arts and letters, sciences, professions, and public service as recognized and supported by the University.  The awarding of honorary degrees reaffirms Oakland University’s scholarly, creative, and humanitarian values and ties the University to the community at large.

Ashley Bryan, Emeritus Professor of Art and Design at Dartmouth College, is a distinguished author of children’s books whose stories, poems, illustrations, and interpretive readings have enriched the African-American experience and added new dimensions to American culture.  Among the many honors that have been bestowed on him are the Arbuthnot Lectureship from the American Library Association, the Hopkins Poetry award from the University of Pennsylvania, and the Coretta Scott King Award.  He has devoted his life to the cause of literacy and humanity primarily by inspiring in children a love of music, art, and language.  

Mr. Bryan has also had a distinguished academic career as Professor of Art and Visual Science at Dartmouth College.  He has been a frequent visitor to the metropolitan Detroit area, and he was a guest lecturer for Oakland University graduate students in 1999.

It is recommended that Ashley Bryan be granted an honorary degree of Doctor of Humanities based on his dedication to the cause of literacy and humanity and his inspiration to children by sharing his love of music, art and language.
