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APPROVAL OF DUAL-ENROLLED HIGH SCHOOL STUDENT FEE WAIVER
A Recommendation

Introduction

Oakland University has always enjoyed the dual-enrollment of local area high school students who carry a class at the University while also attending classes at their high school.  This is a great introduction to the University for these students and it can maintain a positive connection between the University and local area high schools.  Since these registrations usually involve a single class, each of these student’s families are charged the full amount of tuition and fees for a single course, which currently amounts to $892 or more for a four-hour course.  This cost includes the Student Activity Fee of $21 and the Student Recreation Fee of $75, even though “dual-enrolled” students are not allowed to participate in student recreation and student activity programs while enrolled at the University.  Some student bills may be paid by their school district but the amounts covered vary substantially from district to district.  As a result, families of these students are often surprised and disappointed to learn the amount they must pay for the class taken at Oakland University.

To remedy this condition, the University recommends that the practice of charging the Student Activity Fee and the Student Recreation Center Fee to “dual-enrolled” high school students be discontinued effective Summer Term 2005.  It is estimated that the total Student Activity Fee revenue may be reduced annually by $2,000 to $4,000 and the total Student Recreation Center Fee revenue may be reduced annually by $8,000 to $14,000 as a result of this action.  The revenue generated from both of these fees goes to the Student Activity fund and/or the Campus Recreation department.  None of the revenue collected through these fees is placed into the general fund.

The administration believes that improved public relations with high schools, students, and families, along with the potential for greater regular student yield from this group, make this decision sound and forward looking.
Recommendation
RESOLVED, that the President is authorized to waive the Student Activity Fee and the Student Recreation Center Fee for all “dual-enrolled” high school students commencing with Summer Term 2005.
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Budgetary Implications

It is estimated that the total Student Activity Fee revenue may be reduced annually by $2,000 to $4,000 and the total Student Recreation Center Fee revenue may be reduced annually by $8,000 to $14,000 as a result of this action.  The revenue generated from both of these fees goes to the Student Activity fund and/or the Campus Recreation department.  None of the revenue collected through these fees is placed into the general fund.
