 STANDARDS OF SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS

A Recommendation

Introduction:  Oakland University is committed to providing fair and equal access to resources based on financial need to meet the educational costs for students.  In 1985, the Oakland University Board of Trustees adopted standards of academic progress that students must meet in order to receive federal, state, and University financial aid.

The University recommends updating the standards to address new regulations issued by the United States Department of Education.  The proposed revisions to the standards will remove administrative barriers for students, promote better customer service and communications between the University and its students, and implement a system that will not penalize students who perform poorly early in their academic careers.

Recommendation

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees approves the Oakland University Standards of Satisfactory Academic Progress attached hereto.

Previous Board Action:  The Board of Trustees approved the current Oakland University Standards of Academic Progress on July 25, 1985.

Educational Implications:  Improved customer service will enable students to focus on their education instead of financial issues.
