AUTHORIZATION TO PROCEED WITH REPAIR/REHAB/UPGRADE TO THE SCHOOL OF NURSING OFFICES/LAB
Division/Department:  Finance and Administration/Facilities Management

Summary:  

The School of Nursing is currently located on two separate floors in O’Dowd Hall (ODH).  Program and faculty growth have resulted in full-time faculty sharing offices and a large number of part-time faculty sharing a single office.  The school's Multi-Media Lab is inadequate in terms of workstations and infrastructure for current enrollment, and structural modifications are needed to enhance the operation of the Multi-Media Lab and integrate its operation with the adjacent Practice Lab. 

The proposed project would perform needed repairs on most of the 4th floor of ODH, which would allow consolidation of the School of Nursing offices from the 3rd floor, provide an office for each full-time faculty member and provide an office for each five part-time faculty members.  The project would also repair and upgrade the Multi-Media Lab on the 2nd floor, to expand the capacity, improve the environment and better integrate the nursing lab operations. 

Action to be Requested at Next Formal Board Meeting:   

Authorization for the Vice President for Finance and Administration to execute a contract(s) with the lowest responsible bidder(s) for the repair/rehab/upgrade of the School of Nursing offices and labs.
Budgetary Implications:  

The project is estimated to not exceed $425,000.  The work would be funded from existing University funds ($350,000) and a donation from Crittenton Hospital ($75,000) for the lab upgrade.
