A Recommendation

Introduction

Oakland University and the Oakland University Professional Support Association –Michigan Education Association/National Education Association (OUPSA/MEA/ NEA) reached tentative agreement on a three-year collectively bargained Agreement on October 14, 2002.  The Union membership ratified the Agreement on October 24, 2002 by a 2/3 margin.  A summary of the significant economic and non-economic changes from the current collectively bargained agreement are attached to this agendum item as Exhibit A.

Recommendation

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees approves the 2002 - 2005 Agreement between Oakland University and the University Professional Support Association-Michigan Education Association/ National Education Association, with the effective date of July 1, 2002 through June 30, 2005.

Budgetary Implications

Across-the-board salary increases of 3.50% in 2002-2003, 2.75% in 2003-2004, and 2.75% in 2004-2005 are included in the Agreement.  Increases for progression in each of the three contract years will be .50%, .25% and .25% respectively.
