ATTENDANCE POLICY AND ACADEMIC PROGRESS

Students are expected to attend all classes, to arrive on time, and to remain for the entire
class period. Absences are only acceptable in the case of emergencies, and students
must notify instructors in advance if an emergency prevents them from attending.
Students who do not observe this policy are subject to probation and/or dismissal.

Academic progress in all classes is expected. For each class, academic progress
includes an overall grade of 2.5 in all work, attention and participation in class, and
completion of all tests and homework assignments on time. Students who do not show
academic progress are subject to probation and/or dismissal.
