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New Graduate Course  -Approval for Units without Graduate Degrees
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An academic department not authorized to offer a graduate degree may be authorized by the Council to offer courses numbered 500, subject to the following stipulations:

a. Courses are limited to 500-level, rare exceptions to this restriction may be granted only by positive action of the Graduate Council or Graduate Study designee.
b. A maximum total of FIVE such courses may be authorized for such departments, exceptions to this restriction may be granted only by positive action of the Graduate Council or Graduate Study designee.
c. Graduate Study and Lifelong Learning reports annually to Graduate Council all courses in this category with the respective enrollment.

d. Graduate Study and Lifelong Learning will report to the Academic Deans courses not offered at least once every four years before purging the courses from the Graduate Catalog.
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
