Backwards Design

Test Summary: 

This test was created for first grade students.  It was designed to allow students to apply their knowledge of subtraction through building, drawing, and explaining the concept.  This assessment will show the teacher how well his or her students understand the concept.  This assessment was intended to be completed individually or with a partner, depending on the availability of classroom resources.  It is at the Flesch-Kincaid Readability Level of 2.4, meaning the second grade and fourth month.  The readability level includes the necessary vocabulary.     


My Time: 6 minutes

Estimated Student Time: 18-20 minutes
Lesson Ideas: 

A.) Begin lesson by introducing subtraction, using one of the following literary connections.  After reading, use base ten mats and blocks (yellow and red) to demonstrate the building of subtraction math stories.  Have students follow along for a couple of simple math stories.  Then, challenge the students to a slightly more difficult story to try on their own.  Throughout the lesson, make sure to use ALL of the necessary vocabulary to ensure students understanding and to model how math stories should be solved.  

*When teaching this lesson, it is necessary for students to have prior knowledge with place value.  Also, the teaching of subtraction through base ten manipulatives may take more than one math session and that is OKAY.  

B.) Begin lesson by reading one of the following literary connections.  After reading, use egg and yolk mats to solve subtraction stories.  Demonstrate with the entire class following along with partners.  Then, give the students challenges to try on their own with a partner.
