Prerequisites: WRT 1060; This course will consider the crusades in their historical and religious context, as a movement that began in the Middle Ages and lasted well into the Early Modern period. We will also consider the ways in which the crusading movement influenced cultural development across Europe and the Holy Land. The first part of the course is designed to provide a solid historical foundation in the crusading movement.  In the second part, then, we will consider how the crusades relate to contemporary society, thinking about how the modern world understands "crusade" and why it is such a useful, misunderstood, and enduring theme in political propaganda.  In short, students can expect to gain a solid understanding of what the crusades are, what they are not, and why they continue to fascinate.
