POST-BACCALAUREATE

K-12 ART EDUCATION CERTIFICATION 
If you currently have a BFA, BA in Studio Art, BA or BS degree and would like to get certified to teach art K-12, Oakland University offers a program to help you reach your goals. You should meet with Adviser, Linda Tyson, Coordinator of Art Education, Tyson@oakland.edu to develop a program plan for your certification. If you would like to add an art endorsement or a second major to your existing degree, you should meet with Colleen Ludwig in Art and Art History, ludwig@oakland.edu for advising. 

Our art education program is a cohort model that starts a cycle of art education methods’ courses every winter term. This allows incoming students a semester to take the pre-requisite course EED 310 or SED 300. Each student will have a different set of required classes to take depending on whether or not they have taken courses during their undergraduate years that fulfill the State of Michigan LQ endorsement requirements. 
The art education program has 12 credit hours of art education methods’ courses, 20 credit hours of required education classes, and a semester long 12 credit hour student teaching internship.

Each semester that students are enrolled in their education classes, they will have a 30 hour mandatory field placement that is arranged through the Office of Field Services. These field experiences will be urban or suburban and span elementary, middle or high school.
Prospective art teacher candidates should:

· Have a minimum 2.5 GPA for admission to Oakland University

· Have a minimum 2.8 GPA for admission to the Art Education program

· Not have lower than a 2.0 in any required art or art history course

· Apply to Oakland University as a Second Degree student seeking Initial Michigan Teacher Certification which will qualify the student for financial aid – U1 status
· Take and pass the MTTC Basic Skills Test #96 before applying to major during their first semester
· Take and pass the MTTC Art Skills Test #95 during the program but prior to student teaching

· During the semester that they are taking EED 312 or SED 300, make an appointment to meet with education adviser, Lorin Wright, wright2@oakland.edu to apply to major

· Complete the form 35 hours of work with children 

· Complete all coursework and professional tests before the student teaching internship

· Learn to access all field and student teaching internship paperwork from the SEHS website, establish an OU email account and check it regularly, learn to use OU’s online moodle applications

Note for field placements: Each semester students are enrolled in an education class, they will have a field placement of a minimum of 30 hours. If a student has 2 or more education classes, they will have only one field. However, students will complete a minimum of 150 hours of fieldwork in the art education program.

If you are using financial aid, classes taken at OU and OCC simultaneously, do NOT count towards that total number of credits necessary to qualify for financial aid.
