**And/or - Although students are encouraged to complete Organic Chemistry as early as possible, students may choose to complete Organic Chemistry I & II with lab during summer term. Organic Chemistry II should not be taken no later than Sophomore of Winter term.
*This is a recommended 3+1 plan depending on specified classes taken during student’s first year. If student chooses to alter course scheduling for the Pre-pharm 3+1 plan, an additional year may be need in order to complete the required health science courses.

*PharmD program requirements may vary by institution. Students are responsible for researching program admission and PCAT requirements. 
*Students must send copies of their official transcripts from Wayne State University to OU after the end of each semester in their first year of PharmD. 

Oakland University Pre-Pharmacy Student Timeline
Students completing the Bachelor of Science in Health Sciences with an academic concentration in pre-pharmacy must complete a minimum of 124 credits. Completion of this concentration requires at least one year of a professional accredited pharmacy school with a minimum of 20 credits of professional PharmD coursework.

Students pursuing a Bachelor of Science with a major in health sciences at Oakland University with and a pre-pharmacy concentration may pursue admission to the Doctor of Pharmacy (Pharm D) at Wayne State University (WSU).

If admitted to the WSU PharmD program through the OU Pharmacy First Program, OU students will complete  their senior year of coursework taught at Wayne State University and credits earned from courses at WSU PharmD program will be transferred back to OU to complete the requirements for the Bachelor of Science with a major in health science program. It is highly recommended that students consult with the academic adviser prior to enrolling in any of these classes, as completion of coursework does not guarantee admission or completion of the program.  Admission into an accredited PharmD program is required to complete this maturation.

There are two tracks for students pursuing a Bachelor of Science in health sciences at Oakland University with a pre-pharmacy concentration and a Doctor of Pharmacy (Pharm D) at Wayne State University.  To be eligible to participate in the Pharmacy First Program OU students must meet the following requirements:   

· Maintain an overall minimum 3.3 GPA

· All program pre-requisites completed with the minimum GPA required

· To be considered, the applicant must successfully complete the academic and non-academic admission requirements and submit all of the appropriate applications

· Students should declare their intent to enter into the Doctor of Pharmacy program, just prior to their sophomore year

· For the Doctor of Pharmacy program, students must take the PCAT on the October test date of their junior year, scoring above the 50th percentile with no sub score (Writing, Verbal, Biology, Quantitative) below the 50th percentile

· Student must successfully be interviewed by representatives from the Eugene Applebaum College of Pharmacy and Health Sciences at Wayne State University
· Students must be admitted to the OU Pharmacy First Program before graduation.

Notification of formal admission into the doctor of pharmacy will be provided to the student before the completion of their junior year.
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
