Academic Conduct Committee Report, 2002-2003

The enclosed statistics are reflective of the sharp increase in the overall number of academic conduct allegations submitted to the Dean of Students Office.  There was a 37.5% increase in the number of cases and a 74.5% increase in the number of students charged. These increases may be the result of 1) increased enrollment, 2)  over-commitment  and busier lifestyles,  3) poor time management, 4)  increased  writing requirements  5)  successful use of  plagiarism identifying software, and )6 faculty members  aggressively protecting the academic integrity of the University.

 The number of plagiarism cases continues to rise.  For this reporting period, all of the students charged copied information from the Internet.  Although many of the students were freshman, it is important to note that more graduating seniors were charged with academic conduct.  Major causes include  easy access to intellectual property of others via the Internet and a lack of effort and critical thinking skills.  A phenomenon that is particularly disturbing is number of opinion papers that still include scholarly resources and opinions copied from the Internet.  Additionally, students have resorted to extreme measures such as entering a faculty member’s office without permission to access test keys.   
The Committee continues to receive excellent administrative support from the Dean of  Students Office.  The work of Glenn McIntosh, Karen Lloyd and Roxanne Kolar Knudson is critical to the functioning of the Committee.  The Committee also appreciates the dedication and input of the many advisors that accompany students to the hearings.  These advisors not only counsel the students but also are very instrumental in helping the Committee decide on the proper sanctions and appropriate constructive measures.
