A Recommendation
1. Division and Department:  Finance and Administration, Facilities Management.
2. Introduction:   Approximately 1,100 feet of Pioneer Drive in front of the Recreation

and Athletic Center (RAC) is significantly deteriorated and has been identified and

prioritized for replacement this summer.  The repairs will include complete removal and

replacement of damaged asphalt, improvement to the sub-base, and replacement of 
associated curbs.  This agendum was thoroughly reviewed by the Finance, Audit and 
Investment Committee (Committee) at its meeting on April 4, 2007.  The Committee 
supported the proposal and asked the University Administration to bring it forward for 
Board of Trustee action at the next Regular Formal Session.

4. Budget Implications:   The project is estimated to cost $262,000, funded from Plant 
Renewal #24810 ($116,000) and Roads, Walkways and Parking Lots Fund #46504 
($146,000).
