ACADEMIC CALENDAR FOR 2006-2007

Division/Department:  Academic Affairs and Provost 

Summary:  The academic calendar sets the basic instructional rhythm of the University and provides the basis for scheduling University activities.  The proposed academic calendar for 2006-07 has been reviewed by those offices and groups whose workloads are strongly dependent upon the academic calendar.  The American Association of University Professors union has been consulted and the proposed academic calendar meets conditions specified in the collectively bargained agreement.  Like academic calendars beginning in 1997-98, they reflect the recommendation of the University Senate to observe Martin Luther King, Jr. Day in January by suspending classes for that day.

Like the academic calendar for 2005-06, fall classes for 2006-07 begin before Labor Day in order to accommodate the required number of class meetings, exams and fall commencement prior to the holiday break.

The academic calendar for 2006-07 reflects two significant modifications from the 2005-06 academic calendar: 1) New Student Convocation is scheduled on the day before the beginning of fall classes; and 2) Fall classes begin at 7:30 a.m. rather than 5:00 p.m.  These changes are intended to stimulate a greater participation in New Student Convocation, reduce confusion concerning the start of fall classes, and establish the start of the student refund period coincident with the first full day of classes.

Action to be Requested at the Next Formal Board Meeting:  Approval of the attached Academic Calendar for 2006-07.

Previous Board Action:  On August 4, 2004, the Oakland University Board of Trustees approved the academic calendar for 2005-06.
Educational Implication:
The proposed 2006-07 academic calendar will allow for greater participation in New Student Convocation and reduce confusion concerning the start time of fall classes.

Budgetary Implications:
As with the 2005-06 academic calendar, budgetary implications should be minimal in that earlier fall start-up costs would be offset by earlier fall closing costs.  In addition, the proposed 2006-07 academic calendar will establish the start of the student refund period coincident with the first full day of classes.
