Chintala, Shravan K.

Assistant Professor of Biomedical Sciences

Eye Research Institute
Dr. Chintala joined the Eye Research Institute in October 2001.  He obtained his formal training in cell biology at Cleveland Clinic Foundation (1992-95) and molecular biology and neuroscience at UT M.D. Anderson Cancer Center (1995-1999).  Dr. Chintala’s laboratory research covers broadly in two areas in ophthalmic research, a) function of extracellular matrix (ECM) and its modulation by ECM degrading metalloproteinases in retinal development and disease, and b) neuroprotection in glaucoma.  The aim of Dr. Chintala’s laboratory is to establish small animal models of glaucoma and to study the effect of candidate pharmacological agents to prevent ganglion cell loss in the retina.
