APPOINTMENT OF DEAN OF THE 
SCHOOL OF BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION
A Recommendation

1.
Division and Department: Academic Affairs/School of Business Administration
2.
Introduction:  We are pleased to recommend the appointment of Dr. Mohan R. Tanniru as Dean of the School of Business Administration and Professor of Management Information Systems, with tenure.  This recommendation is based on an extensive review of Dr. Tanniru’s professional record, accomplishments at Oakland University (Oakland), and overwhelming support from the faculty, staff and Board of Visitors of the School of Business Administration.
Dr. Tanniru has most recently served as Interim Dean for the School of Business Administration the past nine months.  During this time, he has been building campus and business community relationships, preparing for upcoming accreditation, and working with School of Business Administration and campus faculty and staff for engagement in instructional and research initiatives.
Prior to serving as Interim Dean for the School of Business Administration, Dr. Tanniru served as Salter Distinguished Professor of Management and Technology and Chair, Management Information Systems, Eller College of Management, University of Arizona.  At the University of Arizona, Dr. Tanniru provided effective leadership to the department, which is nationally ranked among the top five in the Management Information Systems (MIS) discipline.  Dr. Tanniru also developed three different industry sponsored programs: MIS Future Council for Innovative Curriculum; Information Technology (IT) Industry Research Council; and the Arizona IT Innovation Partnership program to help graduate students explore the applications of advanced IT.  

Dr. Tanniru received his MS in Engineering and MBA in Business Administration from the University of Wisconsin System, and received his PhD in MIS from Northwestern University in 1978.  He taught at the University of Wisconsin-Madison and Syracuse University before joining Oakland in 1997 as Professor in Management Information Systems.  

 

While at Oakland, Dr. Tanniru was the director of the Applied Technology in Business (ATiB) Program and co-director of the Center for Entrepreneurship in IT.  As ATiB director, he coordinated over 200 projects with 45 companies such as General Motors, DaimlerChrysler, EDS, Lear, Comerica and Compuware.  During that time, he raised over $2.5 million for student scholarships, faculty support, and research conferences.
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Dr. Tanniru is a gifted teacher and an accomplished mentor to undergraduate and graduate students.  His research interests are in the areas of IT strategy and supply chain management, decision and knowledge based support.  Dr. Tanniru has authored 75 articles in journals, books and conference proceedings, and served as a consultant to Proctor and Gamble Pharmaceuticals, Bristol Myers Squibb, Tata Consultancy Services and Tata Infotech, India.

Previous Board Action:  The Board periodically appoints deans on an interim and permanent basis at formal sessions of the Board.

Budget Implications:  Funding for the Dean of the School of Business Administration position is included in the General Fund Budget approved annually by the Board.

Educational Implications:  Appointing Dr. Tanniru as Dean of the School of Business Administration will provide academic leadership in the areas of teaching, scholarship and service; will assure leadership in maintaining School of Business Administration and program accreditation standards; and will provide leadership in the wider community to foster ties between the University and business and industry.

Personnel Implications:  The personnel implications are as outlined in the recommendation below.

University Reviews/Approvals:  An extensive review of Dr. Tanniru’s professional record and accomplishments was conducted by the Vice President for Academic Affairs and Provost and the President.

Recommendation:

RESOLVED, that the Board appoints Dr. Mohan R. Tanniru to the position of Dean of the School of Business Administration and Professor of Management Information Systems with tenure, effective April 15, 2008; pursuant and subject to the terms and conditions contained in an Employment Agreement between Mohan R. Tanniru and Oakland University, which Employment Agreement shall be reviewed and approved by the Office of the General Counsel prior to execution by the President, and shall be in compliance with the law and University policies and regulations and shall conform to the legal standards and requirements of the University General Counsel.
