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Web Usage within Course

Computer literacy is an expectation of students who attend Oakland University.  Any class at Oakland University can require students to use the computer, the internet, and specific computer packages such as WebCT, Course Web, a word processor, and spreadsheets.  Occasionally, limited class time will be replaced with specific on-line activities.  These activities may be in addition to regular out of class assignments.  

The university also offers both on-line classes and web-enhanced classes.  These class designations appear in the schedule of classes.  These types of classes differ from regular classes in that a higher percent of class time is replaced with on-line activities.  An instructor wishing to teach an on-line or web-enhanced class must obtain the approval of the department chairperson so that the correct designation is placed in the schedule of classes.  If the designation is not placed in the schedule of classes, the class must be taught in the traditional manner using classroom time.

On-line Course 
Class is taught almost exclusively using on-line resources in place of in-class time (over seventy-five percent) A maximum of three on-campus meetings may be required.

Partially On-line 
Ten to seventy-five percent of contact hours (in-class time) are replaced with on-line activities.  
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
