On a biannual basis, the Cinema Studies assessment committee will review these papers according to each of the four learning outcomes listed above.  Assessment committee member will not evaluate any essays written for his/her own capstone courses.  
· Students who apply for graduation will be asked to complete an exit survey at the end of the final term in which they enroll.
· Beginning with the first graduating class, assessment data will be compiled biannually and shared with Cinema Studies faculty. The Cinema Studies curriculum committee will recommend program changes according to this data.
