Social Work major admission is based on the following criteria: a minimum overall GPA of 2.80; successful completion of
all program prerequisites; experience in the human services field; letters of reference; and a personal written statement.

Students may transfer an unlimited amount of credit from HFC, and must complete a minimum of 45 credit hours from OU
to meet degree requirements. As programs may limit the transfer credits that can be used toward requirements, it is
highly recommended that students work with both an OU (school/college) academic adviser and their HFC
counselor to maximize the applicability of coursework to specific requirements.
